The first show he participated in after studying with
Donna Shortt was the SALI Art League Member show
at the Greenwood Library in 2015. Last year he
participated in the Brown County Art Guild Paint-Out.
Reggie works in graphite, charcoal, oils, and pastels,
along with plein air painting and some still life pieces
in studio. His favorite art style remains portraits; the
most challenging piece he has done to date is a 30-
by-40 portrait of a family of six.

The journey that began four years ago continues to
build with excitement. Each painting has its own
storyline, and each aim to draw the viewer into each
world.
